Seventeen nurses turned out to attend the April 14 th Meeting on 
Healing Touch presented by Dr. Nancy Jane Calloway.   Most of the 
group wants to learn more about Healing Touch and t ry to use it for 
symptom control for patients or family members.  Fe edback from the 
meeting was extremely positive and several suggesti ons were made 
for future education topics. 
 

The meeting began with a candle lighting and a powe rful Devotion 
delivered by Barbara Carter, Congregational Nurse a t Kernersville, 
Moravian.

The CNHM Nurse Network recognized Lori Carter for h er ten years of 
service at First Baptist Church in Winston Salem as  the Parish Nurse- 
facilitating health ministry activities  including a Bible study for working 
women, a weekly strategy group for unemployed profe ssionals, a 
congregational care program and biannual healing se rvices.  She has 
been instrumental in helping to develop and establi sh an overnight shelter 
at First Baptist Church for the downtown homeless p opulation. 
 

Lori has stated that she enjoyed spending time with  people and 
considered that one of her primary responsibilities  whether it occurred in 
the home, hospital, nursing home, or church.  She h olds a special place in 
her heart for cross-cultural ministry and leads an intergenerational and  
interdenominational group of women to the Dominican  Republic every 
January.  She has also traveled to Burkina Faso, We st Africa where she 
lived in the “bush” with a Muslim family and worked  in a milk distribution 
project for malnourished infants and their mothers.
